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Interdisciplinary collaboration is emphasized between the
English Department and other subject departments
(including the Humanities and Science Departments) to
ensure students’ high quality and efficiency of learning.
Through holistic curriculum planning at the departmental
level, we closely integrate shared knowledge across subjects
to help students grasp academic content and related
terminology, thereby enhancing their learning performance
and motivation. In addition to refining the curricula and
tailor-made teaching materials, the English Department also
co-organizes English LAC activities with other subject
departments. Such  activities provide bountiful
opportunities for students to learn the language effectively
within a context, augmenting their confidence and interest
in the use of English.

Developing excellent English proficiency is pivotal to
students becoming well-rounded global citizens and their
success. Our school establishes a language-immersive
environment on campus by coordinating a vast array of
activities and programmes with the support of four NETSs. For
instance, the English Corner is open during lunchtime
throughout the year, offering diverse cultural experiences
and ample opportunities for authentic communication in
English.

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The English Department offers a comprehensive curriculum with optimized
effectiveness and diversified e-learning approaches to cater for the dynamic needs of
students as well as to equip them well for the transition to senior form DSE English
studies.

The Mathematics curriculum at our school follows
the guidelines recommended by the Education
Bureau and is divided into three parts: "Numbers and
Algebra’, "Measurement, Geometry and Space” and
“Data Handling" Considering the adaptability of our
junior form students and their applications of various
topics, our school has redesigned and restructured
the junior curriculum based on these areas. This
allows students to be familiarized with topics under
the three domains throughout their junior form
years, thus laying a solid foundation before being
promoted to senior form.

The Mathematics Department has proactively
leveraged information technology in achieving high
efficacy in learning and teaching. Through utilizing
GeoGebra and Desmos to design inquiry-based
learning activities, students are provided with ample
opportunities to interact and collaborate through
tablets in the classroom setting, thereby deepening
their conceptual understanding and mastery of
Mathematics.

The Mathematics Department is committed to
promoting the flipped classroom approach in junior
secondary levels. Students prepare by watching
instructional videos prior to the teaching, while
teachers analyze data from digital platforms to adjust
lesson content, creating more space for diverse
learning activities.

The Mathematics Department organizes a series of
engaging activities during Mathematics and Science
Week, such as the Rummikub Competition and the
Math Hunting, to allow students to enjoy the fun of
applying mathematics outside of the classroom. We
collaborate with the Science Department to hold the
“Riddle of the Wise Liao” activity in hopes of arousing
students’interest in the subject.

The school regularly holds Olympiad training classes
to nurture mathematically gifted students. Students
from various levels participate in external competitions,
consistently achieving outstanding resulits.
